The Board of Trustees has endorsed a new Student Venture
Fund proposed and founded by President J. David Armstrong,
Jr. The fund benefits students and graduates of Broward
College will be coordinated through BCEduventures, Inc., in
conjunction with the Innovation Hub. Through the

oversight of an advisory board of successful entrepreneurs,
BCEduventures, Inc. will provide seed funding and
investment, in the form of a convertible note, to eligible
student entrepreneurs who complete the “Startup Now
Accelerator Program.” An estimated 20 students per year will
henefit. The fund has already received over $250,000 in
commitments from community leaders and organizations
including $100,000 from President Armstrong.
